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Ann Lutterman-Aguilar is the Academic Director of the Center for Global Edu-
cation at Augsburg College. She also serves as the co-site director for the
Center in Cuernavaca, Mexico, where she has lived and worked for the
past nine years. She is currently on the board of the National Society for
Experiential Education.

John Annette is Director of the University Institute for Community Develop-
ment and Learning (ICDL) at Middlesex University, London, and uni-
versity coordinator of its Voluntary Community Service Learning Pro-
gramme (VCSL). He has developed an International Service Learning
Programme which provides opportunities for study abroad and service
learning. He is chair of the Council for Citizenship and Learning in the
Community, and has published in citizenship and service learning, in
schools higher education and lifelong learning.

Carol Brandt is Vice President for International and Special Programs and a fac-
ulty member in Modern Language, Culture, and Literature at Pitzer Col-
lege. She oversees all aspects of Pitzer’s External Studies Programs: study
abroad, international student programs, language institutes, and grant
projects. Her research interests include the assessment of intercultural
learning, community-based language learning, and applications of criti-
cal pedagogy to study abroad contexts.
